Bright Futures — www.brightfutures.org. Bright Futures, initiated by the Maternal
and Child Health Bureau (MCHB) is a philosophy and approach that is dedicated to the
principle that every child deserves to be healthy, and that optimal health involves a
trusting relationship between the health professional, the child, the family, and the
community. As part of this initiative, they provide comprehensive health supervision
guidelines, publications, training tools, and other resources such as pocket guides.

CDC, Learn the Signs, Act Early — www.cdc.gov/actearly. The Centers for Disease
Control and Prevention (CDC) is one of 13 components of HHS. They launched this
campaign for increasing awareness by physicians and families about the early warning
signs of autism and other developmental disorders. Contains free child development kits
that providers can share with parents, fact sheets on developmental milestones, positive
parenting tips, etc.

Developmental and Behavioral Pediatrics — www.dbpeds.org. This site is closely
connected with the American Academy of Pediatrics Section on Developmental and
Behavioral Pediatrics and has a multidisciplinary Professional Advisory Committee. The
Commonwealth Fund provides major funding and the project is located in Saint
Petersburg Florida. Contains a tutorial on screening, as well as extensive information on
screening tools and practice materials.

First Signs — www.firstsigns.org. is a national non-profit organization dedicated to
educating parents and pediatric professionals about the early warning signs of autism
and other developmental disorders. Contains information on autism, wall charts for
exam rooms which contain developmental milestones, videos, and screening Kits.

Institute for Healthcare Quality Improvement (IHI) — www.ihi.org The Institute for
Healthcare Improvement (IHI) is a non-for-profit organization leading the improvement
of health care throughout the world. IHI was founded in 1991 and is based in Cambridge,
Massachusetts. The Institute helps accelerate change in health care by cultivating
promising concepts for improving patient care and turning those ideas into action through
books, papers, videos, and training.

A national non-profit organization
that makes literacy promotion a standard part of pediatric primary care, so that children
grow up with books and a love of reading.

Provides a wide range of resources, e.g. The "Every Child Deserves a Medical
Home" Training Program, Screening Initiatives, medical home listserv for national
networking etc. for physicians, families, and medical and non-medical providers.

training, technical assistance and leadership development.

Division TEACCH - www.teacch.com. Developed in the early 1970's by founder, Eric
Schopler, the TEACCH approach includes a focus on the person with autism and the
development of a program around this person's skills, interests, and needs. Contains
training materials to include in-home training Kits, screening tools, and the latest
research.
